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Hospitaliano!  
 
Each visit  made to an Olive Garden Restaurant has made 
me aware of one of the restaurantõs core values.  On the 
shirt, or the blouse, or the apron of every employee there  
is a little button that reads, òHospitaliano !ó  When they  
are at their best, each of these employees conveys genuine 
courtesy, respect, welcome, and hospitality to every            
customer and co-worker in their midst.  I can imagine the 
priority placed on that little word as new employees are 
being trained. I can imagine the essential reaffirming of the        
message and importance in becoming a staff that lives out 
òhospitalianoó. 
 
Obviously, the value of living hospitably is not a lesson 
that derives from the restaurant setting. Millennia before 
hospitality was valued as a core business practice, it was 
understood as a Biblical moral imperative in our relation-
ship with others. òGod's people remember that they were 
once strangers and refugees who were taken in by 
Godó (Deuteronomy 10:19).  
 
We can recall the story of Abraham and Sarah entertaining 
the three strangers who come their way:  
 
òLet a little water be fetched and wash your feet and rest 
yourselves under the tree: I will fetch a morsel of bread 
and comfort your hearts. Abraham hastened unto Sarah 
and said make ready three measures of fine meal, knead it 
and make cakes upon the hearth. Then Abraham ran to the 
herd and fetched a calf tender and good.  He took butter, 
milk, and the calf he had dressed and he set it before them; 
and he stood by them under the tree, and they 
ate.ó  (Genesis 18) 

        
 
 

  
 
 
Such stories are common in both the Old &  New                
Testaments and remind us that hospitality is a virtue that 
illuminates both the stranger and the host. Do you remem-
ber this familiar verse from the Letter to the Hebrews? òDo 
not forget to entertain strangers, for by so doing some have 
entertained angels unaware.ó What a lovely reminder, that 
in offering  hospitality the one serving and the one being 
served are equally blessed.  One commentator describes it 
this way:  
 

ȰTo welcome the stranger is to acknowledge her                         
or him as a human being made in God's image;                            

it is to treat her or him as one of equal worth  
with ourselves - indeed, as one who may teach us                

something out of  the richness of experiences                          
different from our own."  

 
In Greek the term xenia refers to something "strange," 
"foreign," or "alien." More accurately, the word actually  
refers to a relationship between a guest and a host, for 
which we English speakers use the term hospitality . The 
root word xenos can (in Greek) mean "guest," but it can  
also mean "host." It can mean "stranger," but it can also 
mean "friend." Of course, it can also mean "a foreigner."  
Just by these definitions and their usage, we can see that it 
covers both sides of this relationship. Xenia is reciprocal 
and a divinely sanctioned  responsibility, whereas quite 
often hospitality is understood merely as a kindness we 
offer out of courtesy. That is how we normally think of   
hospitality: something we offer to someone out of courtesy. 
On the other hand, xenia describes a particular kind of       
relationship between people who began as strangers but,  
by virtue of a sort of providence or care, end up having 
strong lifelong bonds.  We can find xenia used in the New 
Testament, but the preferred word is philoxenia,  the òlove 
of  strangersó or the òkindness shown to those we do not 
yet knowó.  We might say it is an ultimate expression of 
hospitality.

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òEveryone rose and turned to look at her. She strode down 
the isle, beautiful and wide eyed. This day she thought 
would never come was here, and as her father escorted her 
to the front of the church, she was more than a little self  
conscious at being the center of attention. The priest, Father 
Jim, was waiting for them, a large grin on his face. He had 
counseled the bride and groom to be at several sessions the 
previous year, getting to know them and they him, prepar-
ing them for this day when they would say their vows         
before him, the congregation, and God. ò 
 

If I were going to write a short story about my son Codyõs 
recent wedding, I would begin with something like the       
preceding paragraph.  For the past year, my wife and         
Ashley, the daughter in -law to be, have worked and 
planned for the wedding. I pretty much stayed out of the 
way, giving my opinion when asked, which was not very 
often and that was fine by me. I know that I could not have 
done what my wife did. Detailed oriented, she was con-
stantly checking and rechecking things. My usual attitude of 
òit will be all rightó, or  òit will work itself outó would have 
not cut the mustard in this venture.  
 

Audre and I were very happy that the marriage was to be in 
an Episcopal church.  I wish it could have been at St. Peterõs, 
where she and I were married 33 years ago, but that was not 
in the cards.  St. Andrews in Bryan was the chosen church.  
It is a beautiful church, and the staff there was very accom-
modating.  What pleased us the most was that Fr. Jim 
Friedel was able to perform the ceremony.  It meant a lot to 
us that he was there.  He did a wonderful job of putting  
everyone at ease during the ceremony.  More than a few 
people commented to me at the wedding reception about 
how great a job he did.  
 

The Bible is full of references to marriage. Marriage is one of 
the Holy Sacraments of the Episcopal Church.  It is a BIG 
DEAL. Iõm afraid that too many in our society take it too 
lightly and enter into it without the realization of the work 
required to make a marriage work .  The bible says in Gen. 
2:24 - "a man shall leave his father and his mother, and shall 
cleave to his wife; and they shall become one flesh".              
Husband and wife become one, a new identity is formed. 
Thatõs hard to get your head around early on in a marriage. 
I Cor. 7:1-40 - "Let the husband fulfill his duty to his wife,       
and likewise the wife to her husband.".   These duties can be 
constant challenge to fulfill. Mal. 2:14 - "she is your compan-
ion and your wife by covenant" .  When you and your 
spouse take the vows of marriage before God, you are  

forming a covenant between God and yourselves.  That cove-
nant is a lot more binding to me than that piece of paper you 
get at the courthouse, no offense to the County Clerkõs office.  
Wow, being married sounds like an uphill battle, does it not?  
Well, donõt forget about what brings two people together. The 
thing that Christ teaches us about - LOVE.   òLove suffers 
long, and is kind; love does not envy; love does not promote 
itself, is not puffed up, does not behave badly, seeks not her 
own, is not easily provoked, thinks no evil; does not rejoice in 
iniquity, but rejoices in the truth; bears all things, believes all 
things, hopes all things, endures all things. Love never failsó        
1Corinthians 13:4-8. 
 

There are married couples in our church that could add many 
things to what I have said here. Suffice it to say that marriage 
is not easy, takes hard work from both partners, and it             
requires that both grow in their faith and love of God.  I know 
that all marriages are not meant to be.  Physical, verbal, and 
substance abuse, and infidelity can make a marriage a living 
hell and sometimes it is best dissolved.  But I feel that if a          
couple respects each other, is open and honest, and is commit-
ted to the covenant that they make with each other and God, 
then  their marriage can be one that will stand the trials of life, 
and be a joyous one. 
 

 May God Bless my son Cody and his wife Ashley, and their 
marriage, and all other marriages.
