facility. Soon afterwards, we closed on the sale of the
Henderson Street property. These two achievements
provided the backdrop for identifying another piece
of property well -suited for our future ministry. We
were blessed in discovering that section of property
adjacent to the Rockport Post Office at the intersec-
tion of Pearl and Enterprise streets. Through the
course of the past year, we began and completed the
purchase of a little more than ten acres on this site.
The entire process was shepherded by Mike Patton
and we are grateful to Mr. David Crowell (the seller)
and to the Diocese of West Texas for their care in
implementing this transaction. We now have another
beauti ful | ocati on
for ministries that can serve this community well into
the future.

Our next steps will include a topographical survey
and developing a site plan for the best location of the
building. We are imagining other ministry

opportunities that may exist because of the
acquisition of this property. If you have not yet
visited this location, | encourage you to do so.
Jim Reed will be organizing volunteers to do some
tree marking and staking of the area near the
potential building site. This would be a great time

to become more familiar with the property.

Obviously, at some point it will be necessary for us
to imagine the feasibility of moving forward with
construction. This invites the question of the financial
resources available to do so. A survey and feasibility
study will be the best approach for determining the
timing for what comes next. | invite your prayers and
participation as we continue imagining our future.
